1. A Health Certificate, current negative Coggins test, worming, and immunization records shall accompany mare to the farm. If the immunization records are not presented upon mare's arrival, the attending veterinarian will carry out proper tests, evaluations and vaccinations at the Mare Owner's expense. Mare (and foal, if applicable) will be periodically vaccinated and wormed as deemed necessary by attending veterinarian at Mare Owner's expense. Flu and pneumobort K vaccine must be given before the mare arrives. It is recommended that mares be wormed within 60 days of entering the farm. 
2. Mare Owner will be responsible for all expenses due to attending veterinarian associated with above named     mare.
3. All mare owners  must complete and sign a Addendum “B”~Mare Information/Disclosure Statement
Jay Hammond, Owner of the above named stallion, herein referred to as Stallion Owner. 

This Service is engaged subject to the following: 

2. Stallion Owner requires 2 photos or a video of the mare to be bred prior to breeding.
3. A non-refundable Booking Fee of $250.00 (Two hundred fifty dollars) is required to reserve a breeding for the year 2008. The balance of $600.00 (Six hundred fifty dollars) for a total of $850.00 (*plus shipped semen cost, if applicable) and all unpaid expenses are to be paid prior to semen being shipped or when the mare leaves stallion location, whichever is first. 
4. Registered Mares: A Photostatic copy of registration papers (both sides) is to be submitted with this contract.
5. If breeding via Shipped semen a $250.00 non-refundable semen transport fee must be returned with this contract
See Transported Semen Agreement  for details

Mares to be bred via fresh cooled semen must complete  the Transported Semen Agreement
6. Mare Owner agrees that each mare accepted for breeding shall be in sound breeding condition and free from infection or disease. Any mare certified by the attending veterinarian not to be, in his opinion, in sound breeding condition shall not be bred (Mare Owner may substitute another mare with Stallion Owners approval). 

7. Mare owner agrees to provide a certificate of breeding soundness including current uterine culture & cytology, (taken only when mare is in estrus and submitted to a recognized lab) showing the Mare to be in sound breeding condition and free from infection.

8. The Stallion Owner (and its agents) agree to diligently try and settle the above named mare and shall have sole discretion of determining the best method of breeding such mare. If, however, the mare does not settle, the Breeder shall be held harmless. 
9. Live Foal Guarantee: A Live foal is defined as a foal that stands and nurses. It is understood that if the foal is stillborn, mare proves barren, aborts her foal, or the mare does not otherwise carry to term, A RETURN SEASON WILL BE GUARANTEED FOR NO MORE THAN 2 (Two) CONSECUTIVE SEASONS, providing proper notification is given within 7 days of the event. Proper notification shall be defined as follows: Written certification by a licensed veterinarian within 30 days of the event describing the circumstances under which the mare has aborted or produced a Non-Viable foal. Proper notification is defined as written notice by a licensed veterinarian that the mare has slipped or produced a Non-Viable foal. 
10. Color Breed Guarantee: All fully registered mares of color breeds in which the resulting foal is not eligible for registration with the intended registry will be given a return season to Noble Houston at ½ of the advertised fee to be used the following season only. Mare owner must designate the intended registry for the foal prior to semen shipment.
11. No live foal guarantee on second year rebreeds.  
12. Booster pneumobort K vaccine is to be administered as indicated by the individual drug manufacturer, or as prescribed by a veterinarian as the mare progresses through her pregnancy. Failure to do this will void live foal guarantee.
13. Shipments are subject to shipping fee of $250.00 (collection, Packaging, and disposable container) Priority/ Same day or counter shipments will incur additional fees (see transported Semen Agreement).
14. The breeding season as defined in this contract shall begin February 1st and close August 1st of the year covered by this contract. 

15. It is further agreed that should the above named stallion die, or become unfit for breeding the stallion service fee less the non-refundable booking fee will be refunded to the mare owner.
16. Should the above named mare die, or be determined unfit for breeding by a licensed veterinarian during the breeding season the Mare Owner may substitute another mare to fulfill this contract. (Substitute mares subject to Stallion Owner approval). No refunds shall be permitted. Stallion owner may choose to allow Mare Owner to transfer the breeding to another Mare Owner at Stallion Owners discretion.
17. A breeder's certificate will be issued to Mare Owner after all expenses have been paid in full and upon notification of the birth of the foal. 
18. Waiver of Liability. Mare Owner agrees to hold harmless Stallion Owner, Farm, its owners, agents, employees, Veterinarians, guests and all others acting on their behalf and release from liability and/ or ordinary negligence relating to any and all injury, escape, disability, or death Mare Owner, his/ her animals/ friends/ family or otherwise may incur. 
19. UNDER MICHIGAN LAW, AN EQUINE PROFESSIONAL IS NOT LIABLE FOR AN INJURY TO OR THE DEATH OF A PARTICIPANT IN EQUINE ACTIVITIES RESULTING FROM THE INHERANT RISK OF EQUINE ACTIVITIES.

20. Once the above named Mare Owner signs and returns this contract to the Stallion Owner, with booking fee (and any other applicable fees) it will then be a binding contract on both parties, subject to the above terms and conditions. This contract is not valid unless signed by both parties.
21. This contract is made and entered into the County of Lapeer, the State of Michigan, and that it shall be interpreted, enforced and transacted under the laws of said state, and within the designated county, regardless of the manner of breeding solicitation.
22. Mare owner's signature on this contract means that he/she has read and fully understands all of the terms and conditions outlined herein, and accepts this contract as a legal and binding agreement on behalf of the stallion owner, agents, successors and assigns. This agreement, along with the required additional forms, constitutes the entire agreement between the parties. No other agreements, verbal or implied are included. This contract may not be transferred or assigned without stallion owners written agreement.
